Even though the waters have receded, many communities are
struggling with the destruction caused by Irene. Rivers, creeks and
streams were at an all time high when they crested, leaving in their
wake flooded, mud filled homes, and in some cases nothing but broken
homes and broken dreams.

Firefighters were on stand -by in stations, waiting for calls for
pump-outs, wires arching or down, trees and lim bs blocking roads, and
the most difficult, the order to evacuate residents.

Roads were washed out, bridges compromised; 26 counties were
identified with significant damage; 191 people had to be rescued; at its
peak 945,000 homes and businesses lost power. ( Christian Science Monitor
and PoLITIcO ) A number of sewage treatment plants were overwhelmed
by flooding. ( wikipedia)y Amtrak cancelled service along the East Coast,
including the Empire Service (Albany to New York City). The storm
destroyed dozens of farms and crippled others by killing livestock,

The Twin Bridges and the Crescent Bridge were  temporar ily
closed when a barge carrying a 30-foot crane came loose fromit s
moorings. (saratogian) There was fear that the Gilboa Dam would breach

(wktv). The entire Champlain Canal and the Erie Canal were closed due
to major damage to lock structures, machiner vy, controls and other
parts of the waterway.

In June of this year we responded mutual aid with
other Colonie Fire Departments to a fire at an
abandoned rag mill in Schuyler Heights District.
Firefighters did not enter the building, but used
exterior fire attack. One firefighter suffered a
broken ankle and another was treated for smoke
.0 inhalation. Three teens were subsequentlarrested
in connection with the fire.

The day of our calendar drivewe were called to ehouse fire The fire damage
was contained to one room The night before, we were called ta basement fire at
another home. During both fires we were assistieby mutual aid companies.

During Hurricane Irene members were on standby at the station for the
duration of the storm. We responded to numeros pump-outs within the District as
well asrespondng mutual aid for pump-outs in neighboring Districts. There were
calls for wires arching and at one point the firefighters wererequested towarn
residents in low lying areas of the possible need to evacuate. We were also put on
notice that we might be requested to help ouh an area that had been severely
affected by the storm.

This summer asailboatgot stuck in the mud just above the Cohoes Falls.
Boat-1 pulled it out.

Our thanks to West Crescent and Maplewood for their assistance in
extinguishing a fire at the dump. The mulch pile was in flames wimefire crews
arrived. Heavy smoke made visibility on Route 9 difficult.

Boght also assisted Latham and Maplewood Fire Departments in extinguishing
a tractor trailer fire. Using foam to suppress thdire, the fully involved cab fire was
put out before it could reach the tank containing propane. Alternate 7 was closed in
both directions as were roads leading to the Miller Road overpass.

There have been calls for motor vehicle accidentbrush fires, other structure
fires, miscellaneous fires such as Ibdeque grills and vehicle fires.
